* Yovoy Igo Nos. vamos We go
e Tivas Yougo Vos. véis You all go

e ElLEllava He goes Ellos van They go
Usted Ustedes

We can use “Ir” for two separate
meanings in Spanish.

One of those meanings is

| go- Yo voy
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The other meaning is

I’m going- Yo

If I go to the park, | might say,
Yo voy al parque
But if I’'m going to do

something specific at the
park, | can say,

Yo voy a correr en el
parque.
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Tu vas a correr en
el parque.

Nosotros vamos a
correr en el parque.

Nosoltros

Others are.....

Yo voy a correr en el parque.
TU vas a correr en el parque.
El, Ella va a correr en el parque.

Nosotros vamos a correr en el parque.
Vosotros vais a correr en el parque.
Ellos van a correr en el parque.

Why do we say, Voy a...?

The “a” is added after the voy, vas, etc.
because usually we say,

we go to somewhere or
we are going to do something

“to” is always translated as “a”
