Estar means to be, to exist.

How you feel and

where you are, that is

when you use estar. 

Feelings can be emotional or physical.

I am (feeling) sick.   

Yo estoy enfermo.y
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“Where you are” is your location.

The boy is (located) in the class.

Estar  is an irregular verb in several ways. 

The  1st person form ends in –oy.  

The 2nd person singular form ends with ásThe 2nd person singular form ends with –ás.

The 3rd person singular form ends with –á. 

The 3rd person plural form ends with -án

* The “nosotros” is the only form that is not irregular.

Estar is also used to discuss weather 
and with some other verb tenses.

Está nublado.  It is cloudy.

Están jugando.  They are playing.
