Irregular Familiar Commands
Imperativo familiar: formas irregulares

-The following verbs have irregular forms for the tG commands.

-There is no rule on how to form the affirmative tG commands, they just have to be memorized.
-Notice that the negative tu command takes the same form as the Ud. command but ends
with an s. Remember that object pronouns are placed in front of the negative commands.

Infinitive Tu affirmative  Tu negative
venir ven no vengas
tener ten no tengas
poner pon no pongas
salir sal no salgas
hacer haz no hagas
decir di no digas

ir ve no vayas
ser sé no seas
