Object Pronouns with Commands

REMEMBER
- Direct object pronouns tell who or what receives the action.
- Indirect object pronouns tell to or for whom the action is done.

Object pronouns can be used with commands (imperative).

- When the command is affirmative, the object pronouns are attached to the end of the
command.

- When the object pronouns are attached to the end of the positive command, a written
accent is needed to maintain the original stress.

- When the command is negative, the object pronouns precede the verb. *Indirect
before direct, reflexive first of all.

- These rules apply to both the formal (Ud./Uds.) and familiar (tu) commands.

jHaga la tarea! jHagala! iNo la haga Ud.!

iBeba los refrescos! jBébalos! iNo los beba Ud.!
me lo dé Ud.!
