El condicional (The conditional)

The conditional tense expresses “would or could.” Like the future tense, the
conditional tense uses the entire infinitive and then adds an ending.

For all verbs the conditional endings are:

subject endings
yo ia
tu ias
él
ella ia
usted
nosotros iamos
vosotros iais
ellos
ellas ian
ustedes
All we do is add the ending to the infinitive:
subject hablar comer Vivir
yo hablaria comeria viviria
tu hablarias comerias vivirias
él
ella hablaria comeria viviria
usted
nosotros hablariamos comeriamos viviriamos
vosotros hablariais comeriais viviriais
ellos
ellas hablarian comerian vivirian
ustedes

**Notice that the endings for the conditional tense are the same as those for —er and —ir verbs in the imperfect.

There are irregular verbs in the conditional tense. The stems are different, but the
endings stay the same:

poner pondr- salir saldr-
tener tendr- venir vendr-
decir dir- hacer har-
haber habr- poder podr-
querer querr- saber sabr-

Ellos saldrian pero no tienen dinero.
Yo haria la tarea pero tengo que trabajar.

They would leave but they don’t have money.
| would do the homework, but | have to work.

The conditional tense is also used to soften requests.
¢ Me pasarias los libros, por favor?
¢ Me harias un favor?

Would you pass me the books?
Would you do me a favor?
